Advent wreaths are a favorite way to celebrate the 
month of December leading up to Christmas Day. 
Advent candles readily demonstrate the strong 
contrast between darkness and light. Jesus said: “I 
am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will 
never walk in darkness but will have the light of 
life” (John 8:12). The circular shape of the wreath, 
without beginning or end, symbolizes God's 
complete and unending love for us—a love that sent 
his Son into the world to redeem us from the curse of 
sin.  It also represents eternal life which becomes ours 
through faith in Jesus Christ. The Advent Wreath 
traditionally holds four candles which are lit, one at a 
time, on each of the four Sundays of the Advent season. 
The four candles symbolize the 4,000 years, that 
humanity waited for the world's Savior—from Adam 
and Eve to Jesus, whose birth was foretold in the Old

THE ADVENT WREATH TRADITION & MEANING 
Advent wreaths are a favorite way to celebrate the 
month of December leading up to Christmas Day. 
Advent candles readily demonstrate the strong 
contrast between darkness and light. Jesus said: “I 
am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will 
never walk in darkness but will have the light of 
life” (John 8:12). The circular shape of the wreath, 
without beginning or end, symbolizes God's 
complete and unending love for us—a love that sent 
his Son into the world to redeem us from the curse of 
sin.  It also represents eternal life which becomes ours 
through faith in Jesus Christ. The Advent Wreath 
traditionally holds four candles which are lit, one at a 
time, on each of the four Sundays of the Advent season. 
The four candles symbolize the 4,000 years, that 
humanity waited for the world's Savior—from Adam 
and Eve to Jesus, whose birth was foretold in the Old
